Literacy
· Narrative –Traditional tales, A recipe for a story
· Pattern and Rhyme/poetry –Poems about Kings and Queens and Knights.
· Oracy – we will be giving reasons for our answers.
· Vocabulary development – we will be widening the children’s vocabulary in relation to our topic.
· Writing our own traditional tale stories, character setting description and settings descriptions.
· Explanation text – how does something work?
· Making list, writing labels and captions.
· Writing in sentences and checking their own writing
· Using their phonics knowledge to spell independently 

· Understanding what they have read.

At home you could:
· Look together at story and  non fiction books 
· Continue to practice sounds and phonic blends
· Practice letter formation and writing in sentences.
· Reading Strategies: to use some expression when reading, ask questions about what they have been reading.
· Punctuation and spelling – singular, plural, noun,

· Sentence structure - Lists and simple sentences.
· Word structure - Regular plural/ noun suffixes s/es

Phonics - ay, ai, a-e, ee, ea, e-e, igh, ie, i-e, ow, oa, o-e, oe, oo (moon), OO (look) ew, u-e, wh, ey, ue, ph, y at the ends of words eg cry, oy, oi, air, are, 
Tricky words - He, she, we, me, be, you, are, her, was, all, they, my, said, have, like, so, do, some, come, little,, one, were, there, what, when, when, out, oh, Mr, Mrs, their, called, people, why, where, everywhere, nowhere, anywhere, who, too, their, called, looked, asked, could, would.

· To count in tens twos and fives. 

· Tell the time to the nearest half hour.

· Place value – building and drawing numbers up to 100 and knowing how many tens and ones there are in the number.
· Using knowledge of place value to order numbers and say 1 and 10 more and less.
