Welcome to our half termly information letter. In this letter we hope to inform you about topics your child will be covering this term and some ideas as to how you can help your child at home. Our main topic this term is ‘Here we go!’ It will be about getting back to learning and finding out about our natural environment. 
Literacy

· Non-fiction and fiction books – what is the difference?
· Pattern and Rhyme – the leaders of the day with choose a ‘poem of the day’.
· Making list, writing labels and captions.
· Writing in sentences and checking their own writing
· Using their phonics knowledge to spell independently 

· Fiction – Our key texts this term will be, Here we are, Leaf man, Stanley’s stick, The Mitten, Owl babies, We’re going on a leaf hunt and The hibernation station.
· The children understanding what they have read.

· Non-fiction – Recount written as the first person. 

· Poetry – vocabulary build up and rhyming couplets.

At home you could:
· Look together at story and  non fiction books 
· Continue to practice sounds and phonic blends
· Practice letter formation and writing in sentences.
· Reading Strategies: to use some expression when reading, ask questions about what they have been reading.
· Punctuation and spelling – singular, plural, noun,

· Sentence structure - Lists and simple sentences.
· Word structure - Regular plural/ noun suffixes s/es

Phonics - ay, ai, a-e, ee, ea, e-e, igh, ie, i-e, ow, oa, o-e, oe, oo (moon), OO (look) ew, u-e
Tricky words - He, she, we, me, be, you, are, her, was, all, they, my, said, have, like, so, do, some, come, little,, one, were, there, what, when
Mathematics
· To recite read and write numbers to 100 and beyond

· To have quick recall of bonds to ten i.e. 2 and 8 makes 10, 3 and 7 makes ten etc. 
· To understand simple addition and subtraction sums

· To count in tens twos and fives. 

· Tell the time to the nearest half hour.

· Solving simple addition and subtraction problems using money
At home you could 

· Play board games 

· Solve problems – What shape is this package? If I have 17 sweets how many more do I need to make 22? 
· Play shops -  giving change
Science

· Make observations and collect information about trees and leaves.

· Name the trees and plants in the woods and the school grounds.

· Scientific investigations using the five senses to describe observations about autumn and winter.
· Seasonal change.

Geography

· Use block play to make our school environment and draw it in plan view.
· Play orienteering games using arrows and colour coded clues to follow directions and find symbols.
History 

· Black History month – Rosa Parks.
· Days of the week and Months of the Year.

· Using time related vocabulary to describe my own history.
RE
· Why do Christians celebrate Harvest?
Art

· Self-portraits using pen, pencil, water colours and pastel.

· Each house will make a clay representation of their fossil.

· Use various tools and materials to create models.
· Look at the natural work of Andy Goldsworthy and James Brunt.
Music 
· Exploring rhythm and percussion 

· Listen and respond to a range of music, what do you like to listen to, what do your friends like to listen to? 

· Recap names of instruments

· Keeping the beat to a song. 

· Follow the teacher’s instructions picking up and playing instruments. Loud and quiet, long and short sounds.
· Nativity songs.

PE
· Catching and throwing a ball

· Team games

· Athletics skills

Design Technology

· Developing cutting and refining skills.

· Investigate making flap books.

· Develop paper technology techniques using various joining methods and shaping paper in different ways e.g. concertina, roll, link and fringing.

Computing

· To consider what computers look like and where they can be used.
· Algorithms including directional algorithms and using bee bots.
· Logging onto the chrome books.

· Using chatterpix to create a leaf person photograph and make it move and talk.

· Text – typing and changing text size, font and colour.
Personal Social and Emotional Development

· Belonging and beginnings – how we are similar and different to other people in my class.
· How our own actions can alter how people feel.
· My emotions – developing my own emotional literacy.
