Orange Class Curriculum – Summer 2021
Dear Parents,
Welcome back to a wonderful and exciting summer term. We are very excited to continue to develop your child's learning through the constantly developing continuous provision indoor and outdoor learning environment for KS1. We now have some raised beds outside the classroom, kindly made by FOBS in the Easter holidays, so Orange class will begin a new chapter by planting and looking after the growing plants until the end of the summer term. 
Here are some details for you about Orange class this term. We will continue with the new staggered times for drop off and pick up; 

Group A – 8.45-8.50

Group B – 8.55-9.00

Topic: This term’s topic is ‘The Circle of Life - What do we need to grow, stay safe and stay alive?’ & In the Air -Flying & birds. We are basing our provision on these topics as it is a super way to include many different areas across the entire curriculum.
Every day routines:
We are trying to limit how many bags the children bring in as they can only access their pegs at certain times because of other classes’ playtimes and lunchtimes. 
If you need to talk to us about anything we will still be at the door welcoming your child so please talk to us then. However, if there is a bigger conversation to be had without interruption, please ask to speak to us after school, or email us.
Curriculum

English: This term we will be teaching the class with cross curricular links as much as possible and using non-fiction genres as well as fiction genres. 
Spellings: Your child will be taught a range of spelling rules and will be expected to apply these to their independent writing. This term the Y2s will continue to work on spelling rules, grammar and punctuation. The Y1s will continue to practice their phonics as a cohort with the Year 1s from Red class. 
Reading remains vitally important and thank you to those of you who consistently support your child’s reading at home, it really does support their learning. Reading is much more than reading words on a page; comprehension is essential, as well as being able to summarise and talk about aspects of the plot or characters together with links to other stories or real life. Please hear your child read aloud often, and support them to record their reviews or opinions every day if possible. Encourage your child to record the books they have read and make a valuable comment about an aspect of the plot, or deduction of a character’s viewpoint or reaction, or an opinion about a particular event in their reading log, which should stay at home. 
Reading books – these will be changed every Wednesday so pop them in the labelled box.

Library books - will be changed on a 2 weekly rota; so w/c 3.5.21 and then 17.5.21 bring the library books in – they have the Abracadabra sticker on the back. Please note that we cannot issue your children with a new book/s if the previous loaned books have not been returned.
Maths: We will continue to develop the children’s mathematical skills across the curriculum. Y1 and Y2 children will be taught in single cohorts. The Y1 cohort (Orange and Red class children will use Yellow class with their own resources, (following the same procedures as for phonics). Due to the impact of the pandemic, the Y1 and Y2 yearly objectives for the summer term have had to be adjusted to ensure the children are secure. Therefore, we will be focusing on number, place value, addition and subtraction. Also, being able to read, write and spell numbers to 20 (y1) and 100 (y2). 
We will also be covering areas of Geometry, measurement and statistics in their ‘cool’ time activities and would appreciate support from home for these topics by baking, telling the time etc.

Foundation Topics: 
In RE, we will be learning about Sikhism and after half term, Why is the world special? 

Thinking about special places. What makes Barrington special? What do they like about their area?
We will use this to compare it to Humanism. PSHE will dovetail with RE by looking at diversity and communities and personal safety plus after half term, we will focus on Healthy and safer lifestyles
In Science, we will be learning about living things and their associated life cycles and have had such an exciting time watching the chick eggs hatch and grow. This will also include various plants so take time to look at our growing areas for new additions!
In History we will be looking at Charles Darwin and his journey in the Beagle to the Galapagos Islands, which link with living things in science. In addition, using stories and pictures or photographs to encourage children to distinguish between fact and fiction.

In Geography we will continue to look at where places are in the world and more specifically, the Galapagos Islands linking with our science and history. 
For the Computing curriculum, we will remain focused on E-safety; use of technology purposefully including copying and pasting to produce word documentation related to our topics with the use of Chrome books and ipads.
PE: PE will be taught on a Monday morning and a Thursday afternoon by Mr Herd. We have a ‘no tape’ policy for earrings so can you ensure they are removed please. Also, ensure that your child has a named PE kit in school including tracksuit bottoms, top and a change of footwear for PE as well as indoor shorts and T-shirt. Occasionally, due to weather or restrictions on use of the hall we have to change days so your child’s PE kit needs to be in school at all times, especially if your child takes kit home following out of school clubs.
Homework: We will be assigning homework from week 2 of the summer term and posting tasks on the Orange class Google classroom platform where applicable. Your child continues to have access to StudyLadder.co.uk but if you if you can’t find them please contact us and we will sort it out. Please monitor your child’s activity on the internet and be vigilant to ensure your child uses their knowledge of e-safety to stay safe. Thinkuknow website teaches more about internet safety. 

More information can be found on our school website, and we hope to share work from our class there too. Thank you again for your continued support and we look forward to working closely with yourselves to maximise your child’s school experience.
