Literacy


· Narrative –Our key texts this term will be, Supertato, The Secret Garden, The Great Explorer, The Lonely Beast, The Golden Wonder Flower, What the Ladybird Heard.

· Pattern and Rhyme/poetry –We will be recording ourselves reciting poems and we will be writing poems about the chicks hatching and gardens.

· Oracy – we will be learning to take turns in a conversation and ask and answer questions.
· Vocabulary development – we will be widening the children’s vocabulary in relation to our topic.
· The children understanding what they have read.

· Non-fiction – Recount written as the first person. 

· Poetry – vocabulary build up and rhyming couplets.
· Joining clauses with and and but.

· Using full stops, capital letters, exclamation marks and capital letters in the correct place.

· Adverb - Adding ly to the end of a word.
At home you could:
· Look together at story and  non fiction books 
· Continue to practice sounds and phonic blends
· Practice letter formation and writing in sentences.
· Reading Strategies: to use some expression when reading, ask questions about what they have been reading.
· Punctuation and spelling – singular, plural, noun,

· Sentence structure - Lists and simple sentences.
· Word structure - Regular plural/ noun suffixes s/es

Phonics 

· Continue to revise phonemes and tricky words already covered.
· Read and write words with 2,3 and 4 syllables.

· Match upper and lowercase letters.

· Know the order of the alphabet.
Mathematics
· Number – writing numeral names eg one, two.

· Knowing 1 more and one less than a number. 
· Number bonds – Eg all the different ways to make number up to 20. 

· Place value – Knowing how many tens and ones are in a two digit number.

At home you could 

· Play board games 

· Solve problems – What shape is this package? If I have 17 sweets how many more do I need to make 22? 
· Play shops -  giving change
Science

· To learn about the lifecycles of chicks, frogs, butterflies and humans.

· To learn about different types of mini beasts and their similarities and differences.

· To learn about planting and what plants need to live and grow.

· To know the names of different plants and the different parts of plants.

Geography

· To create a map with a key to show an imaginary garden.
· Orienteering – cone trails.

History 

· Days of the week.
· Charles Darwin – where did he go and what did he find out?

· What messages did Jesus tell Christians?

· Pencil, paint and pastel – learn techniques for using correctly and explore colour and pattern when creating pictures of different types of plants and animals.
· Clay – flowers, rolling and mark making with tools.
