Early Years Foundation Stage
Summer 1 2022
Welcome to our half termly information letter. In this letter we hope to inform you about topics your child will be covering this term and some ideas as to how you can help your child at home. Our main topic this term is ‘Traditional tales with a royal theme. We will then be looking at the monarchy and celebrating the Queens jubilee with a whole school street party. We also be looking at how Barrington is different to London.
Literacy

Comprehension –Our key texts this term will be…
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We will use these texts and re-read nursery rhymes to build up confidence in word reading, fluency and understanding and enjoyment.

Vocabulary development – we will be widening the children’s vocabulary in relation to our topic.
Word reading and writing 
All of the children are now writing. We will be continuing to develop their ability to write tricky words and use their phonetic knowledge when writing simple words and sentences. We write every day during phonics sessions, tricky word practise and in our play provision and in the daily challenges which are linked to our topic. 

This term we will be consolidating our application of the phonemes a-z, ll, ss, zz, ff, ng, ck, sh, ch, th, ay, ee, igh, ow, oo , OO, oy, ou, air, or, er, ar.
This term we will be consolidating reading, the, no, to, go, into, he, she, be, we, me, you, are, her, was, all, they, my, saw.
Oracy – we will be continuing to take turns in a conversation and ask and answer questions in detail. We will also we developing the children’s ability to discuss their opinions.
Mathematics 
Number and numerical pattern
We will be building numbers beyond 10 and still working on adding more and taking away. In pattern and shape we will be matching, rotating and manipulating shapes. We will be using 2D and 3D shape names and consolidating the children’s knowledge of the properties of different shapes.
We will be continuing to develop the children’s ability to use the correct vocabulary when explaining their mathematical understanding, in particular using the words, equal, unequal, more than, less and greater than. Throughout the term we will be estimating and asking the children to justify why they think that is the answer.
Mass – comparison and ordering things according to how much they weigh.

Capacity – working out how many smaller units are needed to fill or half fill a larger container.

Time – o clock and days of the week, months of the year.
Length – longer and shorter and measuring length.

Creating with materials 
· Paint – Gaining more accuracy in mixing shades and adding detail to paintings using a thinner brush. Paint the Queens and our own portrait. Flags, bunting for the Jubilee party. Painting famous buildings.
· Printing – Make own printing blocks to make a fairy tale castle.

· Pencil – Using pen and pencil to draw buildings in Barrington and famous London landmarks.
· Clay – Shape the clay to make a goblet. Use tools to mark and pattern.

· Pastel – Use small lines and different shades of green to show grass.
· Scissors – Refining cutting skills and cutting curved lines with accuracy.
· Construction – Creating famous London landmarks and fairy tale castles.
